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EXXONMOBIL REVERSE OSMOSIS ELEMENTS

SUMMARY:

The ExxonMobil Boiler Feed Plant has four reverse osmosis trains that treat Title 22 water for use
in ExxonMobil's boilers. The reverse osmosis elements at the ExxonMobil Boiler Feed Plant
Trains 1 and 2 are about four and one-half years old. Recent water quality data has shown a rise
in conductivity for these Trains indicating that more minerals are passing through the membranes.
During warm weather, these Trains exceed the conductivity level commitment to ExxonMobil and
will need to be replaced.

Staff is preparing a “Request for Bids” from the District's qualified membrane manufacturers.

FISCAL IMPACTS:

Funds are included in the Facility Replacement Fund. ExxonMobil is assessed a monthly
Operations & Maintenance charge that includes costs to replace membranes.
